	State Hospital

(County pays the State)
	· Is current or recurrent DTS and/or DTO due to psychosis (not ASPD, dementia or TBI) and declined by all IMDs

	SNF with Patch
(Medi-Cal MCP is main payer; County just pays a daily amount for groups)


	· Problems are LESS THAN 50% psychiatric but would benefit from groups for psychiatric problems
· Client is Medi-Cal only and has been declined by all appropriate in-county SNFs.

· For NBU SNF Patch, client must have a well-documented serious mental illness prior to sustaining a TBI.  (Funding can be Medi-Medi or Medi-Cal only).

(Managed Care Plan pays,

	· Problems are LESS THAN 50% psychiatric. Mainly there for medical or neurocognitive problems
· Optum is not involved in placement or authorization
